Rep Council Agenda/Minutes

June 1, 2011

Call to Order at: 3:47  p.m.  SIPE Building on ElCamino

Attendees: Roll Call  was not taken at this June meeting. 

Approval of Minutes from previous meeting: - The ADTA Rep Council secretary was directed to email the minutes from our last meeting and a majority cyber approval will be deemed sufficient.

Committee Reports:
Treasurer: Dennis Billings – presented the monthly reports know as the Category Summary Report and the Net Worth Report. The 9/1/2010 through 05/31/2011 Outflows showed $30,509 of which $23,000 were stipend costs.  Net for the year as of this date is ( $2053). ADTA’s current Net Worth is $75,327 of which $18,527 is PAC money. The Rep Council accepted the Treasurer’s Report.
DAC*: - Dennis Billings – Mr. Billings described the DAC meeting as “interesting” . He reported that  3 people were in attendance; budget was one of the topics discussed and the meeting lasted  just 1/2 hour. (*District Advisory Committee)

Negotiations: John Miron – John described a “big” difference between this year and last year in that the financial situation although not necessarily better is not worse. So while we are mired in some muddy water it is not rising. In the future we look for teachers to get their fair share and be fiscally supported as the voters have intended. 

Budget Advisory Committee- John Miron – (see negotiations above) ADTA Secretray reported: “The  Preliminary AUSD Budget for 2011-12 shows projected students to be 4633  which is close to this past year’s 4621. The 2011-12 Budget calls for:

Revenues = $35 Million

Expenses = $37 Million

The deficit spending of $2 Million will be covered with surplus reserve funds.

The June 2012 Projected balance of surplus reserve funds is $ .5 Million. This means the projection is that in June of 2012 AUSD will have $.5M more than our State mandated required reserve.

Report on Old Business
Topic #1 – State of Emergency--- handouts. Tracy gave each attendee information from CTA President, David Sanchez that outlined our current “State of Emergency” that has materialized because of an average cut of $3051 per student over the alsst three years. Californiia’s students are now in jeopardy of losing another $847 per student. For Atascadero schools, that equates to about $3.8 million dollars. YES, we are in a state of emergency.

Report on New Business
Topic #2 – May Revise--- handouts. Tracy gave each attendee information from the Governor;s Budget May Revision. 

Topic #3 – Superintendent Search – ADTA President, Tracy, reviewed the interview process and identified members of the Stakeholders Advisory Group, SAG. SAG included members from business, community, classified, certificated, and ADTA. SAG listened as the four candidates were interviewed by the School Board. After the interviews SAG was able to voice opinions.  There is an understanding that the Board will most likely decide on a candidate or decide to continue their search. 

Topic #3 –Custodial Summer Cleaning– A concern has been brought up regarding the timeline of classroom cleaning as it may, or may not, affect teacher access to classrooms. One suggestion was having site principals work with staff to create a timeline of cleaning and an checklist for cleaning each room.

Building Rep Reports: 

Atascadero Junior High – “nothing at this time”

Atascadero High School – 
1. “C” level courses* and procedures that are to be mandated by the state in 2013 are still in discussion at the HS. Although there is a breath of relieve that the time constraint has been extended all parties realize it iis important to continue the planning the transition process toward the 2013 mandates. 

(*C level courses are for students that are not able to function in a regular classroom without reasonable accommodation.) 

2. Rep Council member, Robin Dery, read letter from HS Principal, E.J. Rossi thanking ADTA for its scholarships. The ADTA Rep council expressed appreciation for the letter. 

3. New County Special Education teachers may need more support in the manner of policy, procedure, site protocol. A reminder to principals and LC staff to this affect may be helpful. 

Carrisa Plains /Creston – “nothing at this time”

DelRio/WM – “not in attendance”

FAA – “not in attendance”

Monterey Road – Site staff voiced objection to the loss of and continued inequity regarding the loss of the prep time for K-3 teachers. 

San Benito – Site staff voiced a concern that was echoed by other sites regarding bussing procedures; specifically the uncertainty surrounding reserved busses for field trips. 

San Gabriel – Regular Ed classes with a DISC student were thought to be capped at 31 but are already at 32. 

Santa Margarita – “not in attendance”

Santa Rosa –  Agreed with MR(above) In addition, SR staff would like to have an earlier open house not later than the 1st week in May. Other sites expressed a similar desire. ADTA President reminded all present that it is administration that sets the dates. Site Leaderships were encouraged to notify Principals to coordinate an earlier open house dates.
